Real Estate Certification Checklist



[bookmark: _GoBack]A list of all real property interests required to support the proposed alteration must be provided, including those in federally managed lands and those owned by the requester. Maps clearly depicting both existing real estate rights and the additional real estate required must also be provided. If the lands are under the control of the Army, the applicant will work with the district to determine lands impacted. 

The purpose of this Checklist is to provide the Los Angeles District of the U.S.  Army Corps of Engineers sufficient information to certify that the real estate documentation is adequate for the proposed modification.
